Call to Order
Ms. Moyer called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. 

Approval of the Minutes of the December 15, 2025 Meeting
Ms. Minden moved to approve the minutes of the December 15, 2025, meeting. Ms. Kelly seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

Licensing, Education and Communication Report
Staff have approved 1 pre-license course and 36 continuing education courses in FY26. Pearson VUE has administered 1,803 exams with an overall pass rate of 64% in FY26. 

As of January 2026, there are 17,610 licensees. There are 16,749 active licenses (13,534 Salesperson, 3,215 Broker), 857 inactive licenses (779 Salesperson, 78 Broker), and 844 expired renewable licenses (747 Salesperson, 97 Broker). There are a total of 2,451 open offices (2,246 Company and 205 Branch offices).

Ms. Nutt provided an overview of the ARELLO Leadership Symposium and Alabama Real Estate Commission meeting.

Compliance Report
Staff have closed 189 complaints and completed 309 compliance reviews (192 with transactions and 117 with no transactions) so far in FY26. 

Compliance courses are scheduled for February 26, 2026 (Broker Supervision) and March 10, 2026 (BRRETA).

Director’s Report
The real estate fee fund balance as of December 31, 2025, is $1,578,403 which is up $40,971 from July 1, 2025. Real estate fee fund receipts for FY26 are $697,164 and real estate fee fund expenditures for FY26 are $649,661. 

Mr. Wisner provided an update on the development of regulatory language regarding licensee personal interest disclosure. Mr. Wisner and Ms. Sailer continue to work with general counsel on this matter. An update will be provided at the April 6, 2026, meeting.

Mr. Wisner provided an update on current bills before the 2026 Kansas legislative session. 

Mr. Schlosser moved to approve revisions to the delegation of authority concerning the review of license applications and approval of certain applications as proposed. Ms. Minden seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Schlosser moved that the Commission designate Jacqueline Kelly or Natalie Moyer to review any license application and to make an initial determination to approve, approve with restrictions or conditions or deny the application where staff is not authorized to approve, approve with restrictions or conditions or deny the application consistent with the delegation of authority for disposition of license application. Ms. Minden seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Ms. Minden moved that the Commission designate the full Commission, with the exception of the Commissioner who initially reviewed the disciplinary matter or application and/or was involved in the determination to issue the Summary Proceeding Order, as the presiding officer or officers pursuant to K.S.A. 77-514 to handle all formal hearings subject to K.S.A. 77-501 et seq. Ms. Kelly seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Public Comment
Lucas Soltow offered written public comment and suggested a policy change regarding license expiration dates.

Reorganization pursuant to K.S.A. 74-4202(a)
Ms. Minden moved to appoint Ms. Moyer to the role of Chairperson until the first Commission meeting of 2027. Mr. Schlosser seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Ms. Minden moved to appoint Ms. Kelly to the role of Vice-Chairperson until the first Commission meeting of 2027. Mr. Schlosser seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
